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Greig City Academy
Admissions Arrangements for Entry in September 2011
The Academy takes part in the Pan-London Coordinated Admissions Scheme.  Parents need to complete the local authority’s common application form available from primary schools or the local authority.  Parents applying for a Foundation place should also complete the Greig City Academy Supplementary Information Form attached to this guidance.  This form is used to enable governors to allocate places in line with the admission policy.  If you are applying for an Open place you do not need to complete this latter form.  
Procedures

1. Parents and children wishing to visit the Academy are invited to join us at any of the following open sessions:       
Wednesday, September 29, 2010, 6pm to 8pm – all welcome.                                                                           Friday, October 1 and Friday, October 15, 2010 at 9.15am – please call to confirm attendance.  

2. The Admissions criteria below explain two types of places – Foundation and Open.  Governors will consider applications for both Foundation and Open places from those who have completed only the local authority common application form.  However, when Governors assess applications for Foundation places, they pay particular attention to the information provided on the Supplementary Information Form.  If you are applying for a Foundation place, a member of the clergy should complete the second page of the Supplementary Information Form to confirm a family’s connection to the Church of England or any other Christian denomination in fellowship with the Church of England. 
3. Parents should return the local authority common application form to their own local authority by the date printed on the form.  In the case of Haringey, this will be October 22 2010 but the date may be different for other authorities.  Parents applying for a Foundation place should also return the Academy’s Supplementary Information Form to the Academy by October 22 2010.  If applications are made after this date, reasons for lateness will be considered and, in exceptional circumstances, the application will be dealt with as if on time. 
4. Your home authority will send out letters explaining to which school you have been allocated on March 1 2011.  The Academy will also write to parents on that date confirming the offer of a place.  Parents will be asked to confirm acceptance of the offer by 16 March 2011.

5. Parents and students accepting places at the Academy will be offered an opportunity to visit the school before September 2011. 

6. Where Governors are unable to offer a place, the local authority in which you live will advise you of the school where you child has been allocated a place. 

7. Unsuccessful applicants may appeal for a place.  Parents wishing to appeal should write to the school stating the reasons for their appeal.  The letter should be addressed to the Clerk to the Governors, Greig City Academy, High Street, Hornsey, London N8 7NU. Appeals will be heard by a panel whose members are independent of the governors. 

8. In addition to their right of appeal, unsuccessful applicants may ask to be placed on the waiting list. Any places that become available will be offered to those on the waiting list in line with the oversubscription criteria set out below. The waiting list is usually closed after six months.

Admissions Criteria

1. Admission Numbers into Year 7

For the school year beginning September 2011, the admission limit into Year 7 is 200.  Places will be allocated regardless of ability.  If there are fewer than 200 applications, all applicants will be offered a place. 

2. Special Educational Needs

Any child with a Statement of Special Educational Needs that names Greig City Academy as his or her school will automatically be offered a place at the school.

3. Oversubscription  Criteria

Where the Academy is oversubscribed, after the admission of children with statements of SEN, places will be allocated to applicants in the following priority order:

a) Young people who are in public care, or who are the subject of an Education Supervision Order which names the school.

b) Young people whom the Governors and Principal accept have an exceptional medical, social or educational need for a place at Greig City Academy rather than another school. Applications will only be considered under this category if they are supported by a written statement from a doctor, social worker or other relevant professional confirming that Greig City Academy alone can meet the child’s need.
	All remaining places will be shared between Foundation places and Open places equally.  




c) Foundation places will be allocated to those young people whose parents are attached or linked to the Church of England or any other Christian denomination in fellowship with the Church of England.
 Examples of attachment include, for example: parents who have had their child baptized or dedicated; parents who attend a church; parents involved in activities and organisations sponsored by a church.  Applicants must produce a letter of support from their parish priest or Christian minister to confirm their attachment. (See the Supplementary Information Form attached to this guidance.) Students will be put into priority order according to those who live closest to the school (distance is measured in a straight line using a computerised mapping system).

d) Open places will be allocated to all other applicants regardless of the faith background of the family, on the understanding that parents and child support the particular ethos and values of the school. Students will be put into priority order according to those who live closest to the school (distance is measured in a straight line using a computerised mapping system). Open applicants do not need to complete the Greig Supplementary Information Form. 
4. Notes

a) If there are not enough applicants in either the Foundation category or the Open category to fill the places, then the remaining places in that category will be offered to applicants in the other category.

Currently over 80% of our students come from Haringey and the remainder from neighbouring boroughs. With the growing popularity of the school, we expect that a higher proportion will come from Haringey.
