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1. Principles

1.1    Greig City Academy is a secondary school sponsored by the London Diocesan Board for  

         Schools and the Greig Trust. Our mission statement is ‘Achievement in a Christian 
         Community’. This means that we stress achievement as well as the need to build a 
         healthy community of young people and staff who seek to live and learn in an 
         atmosphere which reflects the values which are central to the Christian faith, including 
         working together for the good of all.  It does not mean that all our students come from a 
         Christian background.  Indeed we welcome people from many different backgrounds and 
         faith traditions. We do however expect that everyone who comes to Greig will be fully 
         supportive of the school as a Christian foundation.
1.2     Therefore, the admissions policy of the school seeks a balance between those who  

          come from a Christian background and those who come from other faith backgrounds or 
          no faith backgrounds. This is in line with our aim to be a distinctive school but also an 
         inclusive school.  

	ADMISSION INTO YEAR 7 AT GREIG CITY ACADEMY




2. Admission Numbers into Year 7
For the school year beginning September 2012, the admission limit into Year 7 is 200. Places will be allocated regardless of ability.  If there are fewer than 200 applications, all applicants will be offered a place. 
3. Special Educational Needs

Any child with a Statement of Special Educational Needs that names Greig City Academy as their school will automatically be offered a place at the school in accordance with section 324 of the Education Act 1996.

4. Oversubscription  Criteria

4.1
Where the Academy is oversubscribed, after the admission of children with statements of SEN, places will be allocated to applicants in the following priority order:

4.2    Young people who are looked after by a local authority (children in care) or who are the   

         subject of an Education Supervision Order which names the school.
4.3   Young people whom the Governors and Principal accept have an exceptional medical,    

        social or educational need for a place at Greig City Academy rather than another school.    

        Applications will be considered under this category only if they are supported by a written   

        statement from a doctor, social worker or other appropriate professional confirming that 

        Greig City Academy alone can meet the child’s need and showing the difficulties that would 
        be caused if another school had to be attended.
	4.4.   All the remaining places will be shared between Foundation places and Open places 
         equally.  


	Foundation Places will be allocated to those young people whose parents are attached or linked to the Church of England or any other Christian denomination in fellowship with the Church of England.
 Examples of attachment would include, for example, a parent or parents who have had their child baptized or dedicated; parents who attend a church; parents are involved in activities and organisations sponsored by a church.  Applicants must produce a letter of support from their parish priest or Christian minister to confirm their attachment. (See Greig Supplementary Information Form). 


	Open Places will be allocated to all other applicants regardless of the faith background of the family, on the understanding that parents and child support the particular ethos and values of the school. 



4.5   The tie breaker for all criteria is: children living closest to the school measured in a    

        straight line from the address point of the child’s home to the address point of the  

        school as supplied by the Royal Mail using a computerised mapping system.
5. Greig Supplementary Information Form
5.1    As well as completing and sending in the common application form that must be sent to  

         the local authority, all applicants for a Foundation place at Greig are asked to complete 
         and send in a Greig Supplementary Information Form to the school.  The form is used to 
         enable Governors to allocate places in line with the admission policy.  Applicants for an 
         Open place do not need to complete this form. 
5.2   The Greig Supplementary Information Form will be available with a copy of the school 
          prospectus or it can be downloaded from the school’s website:

6. Note

If there are not enough applicants in either the Foundation category or the Open   category to fill the places, then the remaining places in that category will be offered to applicants in the other category.
7. Notification of Offer of Places

7.1    Haringey Local Authority (or home authority if they do not live in Haringey) will send  

         out letters informing which school they have been allocated on March 1 2012.  Parents 
         are asked to confirm their acceptance of the offer by March 16 2012.
7.2    Parents and students who accept a place will then be offered an opportunity to visit the  

         school before September 2012 and to meet staff as part of preparing for the best 
         possible start in the school. 
8. Appeals
Unsuccessful applicants may appeal for a place in the school. Parents wishing to appeal should write to the school stating the reasons for their appeal.  The letter should be addressed to the Clerk to the Governors, Greig City Academy, High Street, Hornsey, London N8 7NU. Appeals will be heard by a panel whose members are independent of the governors.

9. Waiting Lists

In addition to their right of appeal, unsuccessful applicants can ask to be placed on the waiting list. Any places that become available will be offered to those on the waiting list in line with the oversubscription criteria set out in paragraph 4 above. The waiting list is usually closed after six months.

10. Late applications

If applications are made after the closing date, reasons for lateness will be considered and, in exceptional circumstances, the application will be dealt with as if on time. 

11. In-Year Admissions

11.1   Applications for In-Year admissions are made in the same way as those made during  

         the normal admissions round. If a place is available and there is no waiting list then the      

         local authority will communicate the governors’ offer of a place to the family.  If more   

         applications are received than there are places available then applications will be ranked     

         by the governing body in accordance with the oversubscription criteria in 4 above with 

         the following modification:

· children without an offer of a school place will be given priority immediately after
children in care. 
11.2  If a place cannot be offered at this time then parents may ask the school for the reasons  
         and will be informed of their right of appeal. Parents will be offered the opportunity of 
         being placed on a waiting list. This waiting list will be maintained by the governing body  

         in the order of the oversubscription criteria, as modified above, and not in the order in  

         which the applications are received. 
11.3  Names will be removed from the list at the end of each academic year. When a place  
         becomes available the governing body will decide who is at the top of the list so that the 
         local authority can inform the parent that the school is making an offer.
12. Vulnerable Children

The school is committed to taking its fair share of vulnerable children who are hard to place, in accordance with locally agreed protocols. Accordingly, outside the normal round of admissions, the governing body is empowered to give consideration to a child where admission is requested under any local protocol which carries the agreement of both the governing body and the diocese for the current admission year. The governing body has this power even when admitting such a child would exceed the normal admission number.
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Arrangements for Admission into Year 12
1. The total number of students to be admitted in September 2012 into Year 12 is 100.  The minimum number of external candidates is 10. 
2. To study AS/A levels, students must have at least 5 Grades A*-C at GCSE (or equivalent). Some subjects have specific entry requirements and for many AS/A level subjects a B grade in that subject at GCSE may be required.

3. Students wishing to apply for the intermediate courses at Greig City Academy will be offered a place providing their performance at GCSE indicates that they will be able to meet the requirements of the course.

4. Greig City Academy expects to be able to offer places to all applicants to the sixth form provided they meet the entry requirements. In the event that this is not possible, due to the number of applications after those internal students transferring, priority will be given to external applicants in the following order:
i. Students who have a Statement of Special Educational Need naming Greig City Academy.
ii. Students in the care of a local authority.
iii. Students living closest to the school; distance is measured using a computerised mapping system.
